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Safety measures for Water trucking

Truck safety features

Each truck must be equipped with safety features: working breaks, adequately inflated tires,
extended/large mirrors on the right and left sides, reverse lights, reverse siren, front siren (movement
detector), honk, loud speakers with music that play a consistent song that will be recognized by community
members.

All trucks must be regularly inspected following a check-list to ensure they include all safety equipment
in working order. An inspection schedule should be planned, and amended to any existing trucking contracts.
If necessary.

The water hose should be long enough to make sure the truck does not need to reverse for the hose to

reach the top of the water tanks.

Road safety

In crowded camps, post signs for maximum speed of 5km/h in alleys, 10 km/h on main roads.
Speed bumps must be placed on key locations and narrow alleys to force the truck driver to maintain
adequate speed if the needs.

Drivers Training

All drivers should have received safe driving training from the contractor under supervision of MC.
Trainings must be “on-the-job" trainings and include a practical component, mirroring camp conditions.
Drivers should have documented proof that they passed required courses and be enrolled in refresher
trainings every six months.

When a driver is involved in a critical incident, they should be suspended during the period of investigation.
All drivers involved in a critical incident should have safety refresher trainings. If a driver was found to be
at-fault, their contract must be terminated.

There should be a sufficient number of drivers to ensure they don’t work more than 11 hours’ day .

Escort

In crowded camps, each truck must be escorted by two people on foot: one in the front, one in the back.
These people can be either a truck driver assistant and a WASH monitor or two WASH monitors or two
driver assistants staff (contractor staff), based on the result of consultant with Camp Admin.

The two escorts should not be inside the truck during maneuvering and delivery, but outside clearing the
way for the truck.

Provide initial and refreshment trainings to WASH monitors on maintaining truck safety and clearing the
route, especially of children. WASH monitors should not stay in the truck cab during movements, but walk
before or behind the truck to clear the way while driving, delivering, and maneuvering (reverse, tucks, etc.).
WASH monitors and/or drivers’ assistants should be equipped with loud speakers or whistles to warn
drivers of children or people in the way.
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
